LOCAL LAW NO. ___ OF THE YEAR 2023

A Local Law entitled “Local Law No. ___ of the Year 2023, Creating Chapter ___. Village Constables.”

BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Wappingers Falls as follows:

TITLE.

This Local Law shall be known and cited as Village of Wappingers Falls Local Law No. ___ of 2023 entitled “Local Law No. ___ of the Year 2023, Creating Chapter ___. Village Constables.”

LEGISLATIVE INTENT.

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Wappingers Falls hereby enacts this Local Law with the intent to create a new Chapter ___ entitled “Village Constables” in order to supplement the Village of Wappingers Falls Police Department on those occasions when the manpower available is insufficient to meet the demands of the Village of Wappingers Falls. 

Section-III.
CREATION OF A NEW CHAPTER.
A new Chapter ___. Village Constables is hereby created to read as follows:

“Chapter ___.  Village Constables

§ __-1.  Statutory authority.

This Chapter is enacted pursuant to the New York State Constitution, Article IX, § 2(c)(ii)(10), and New York State Municipal Home Rule Law § 10(1)(ii)(a)(12).

§ __-2.  Intent and purpose.

In order to supplement the Village of Wappingers Falls Police Department on those occasions when the manpower available is insufficient to meet the demands of the Village of Wappingers Falls, the Village Board of Trustees does hereby enact this Chapter creating a Constabulary within the Village of Wappingers Falls to protect, promote and preserve the public health, safety, comfort, welfare and well-being of the inhabitants of the Village.

§ __-3.  Office created.

There is hereby created in the Village of Wappingers Falls the position of Village Constable.

§ __-4.  Appointment and term of office.

A.
The Mayor, with the consent of the Board of Trustees, is hereby authorized to appoint as many constables as the Village Board may determine necessary to protect, promote and preserve the public health, safety, comfort, welfare and well-being of the inhabitants of the Village.

B.
Each constable shall serve at the pleasure of the Village Board and may be removed from office at any time, with or without cause.

C.
Each constable shall serve a one-year term of office.

§ __-5.  Powers and duties.

A.  
The constables shall have the status and powers of “peace officers” as defined by § 2.10 of the Criminal Procedure Law, after having satisfied the minimum training requirements; provided, however, that nothing herein shall be deemed to authorize the constables to carry, possess, repair or dispose of a firearm unless the appropriate license therefor has been issued pursuant to § 400.00 of the Penal Law.

B.
 The constables shall have all the power and authority conferred upon constables by the general laws of the state.

C.
The constables shall be subject to the general authority and direction of the Village Board. The constables shall serve the Village Board under the administrative direction of the Police Commissioner, or Officer in Charge, if applicable, who shall be responsible for the administration, training, order, operation and discipline of the constables. The constables shall be considered employees for the purposes of indemnification pursuant to the provisions of § 18 of the Public Officers Law and for the purpose of workers’ compensation pursuant to the provisions of § 2 of the Workers’ Compensation Law, while actually performing duties authorized herein.

D.
The Village Board, upon consideration of the recommendations of the Police Commissioner, shall have the authority to establish ranks and to make promotions among said constables on the basis of seniority, meritorious service and supervisory capabilities. On behalf of the Village Board, the Police Commissioner shall keep a complete service record of each constable.

E.
The Village Board is hereby authorized to appropriate funds as the Village Board may determine necessary for the training and equipment of constables.

§ __-6.  Authorization of Mayor to implement rules and other provisions.

The Mayor is authorized to make rules and regulations as may be required for the efficient 

administration of such constable force and shall also provide, within the limits of any 

appropriation and subject to the approval of the Board of Trustees, the following:

A.
A training program for constables, which may or may not be in cooperation with any police agency or the Sheriff’s office. Subtraining shall conform to the minimum standards for training peace officers as may be established by the Bureau of Municipal Police.

B.
Liability insurance for such constables, which shall protect the constable and Village from acts of liability that may arise during the performance of duties as constables.

C.
Workers’ compensation, accidental injury insurance, disability insurance or life insurance as shall be agreed between the constables and the Village.

D.
For the payment of constables for services rendered upon an hourly basis and provided for the assignment of constables to duty.

E.
Uniforms and equipment for constables as may be necessary or desirable to carry out the duties of the office.

F.
Authorization for the carrying of firearms only when trained to the minimum standards required of police officers.

G.
An annual physical examination, the passage of which shall be successful prior to any appointment or reappointment.

Section-IV:
SEVERABILITY.
If a court of competent jurisdiction finds any provision(s) of this law invalid, in whole or in part, the effect of such decision shall be limited to those provisions which are expressly stated in the decision to be invalid, and all other provisions of the law shall continue to be separately and fully effective.

If a court of competent jurisdiction finds the application of any provision of this law to any building, other structure of tract of land to be invalid, in whole or in part, the effect of such decisions shall be limited to the person, property or situation involved in the controversy, and the application of any such provision to any other person, property or situation shall not be affected.

The provisions of this Local Law are separable and if any provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part thereof is held illegal, invalid or unconstitutional, or inapplicable to any person or circumstance, such illegality, invalidity, or unconstitutionality, or inapplicability, shall not affect or impair any of the remaining provisions, clauses, sentences, subsections, words or parts of this Local Law or their application to other persons or circumstances.  It is hereby declared to be the legislative intent of the Village Board of the Village of Wappingers Falls that this Local Law would have been adopted if such illegal, invalid or unconstitutional provision, clause, sentence, subsection, word or part had not been included therein, and if such person or circumstance to which the Local Law or part thereof is held inapplicable had been specifically exempt therefrom.

Section V:
NUMBERING FOR CODIFICATION.

It is the intention of the Village of Wappingers Falls and it is hereby enacted that the provisions of this Local Law shall be included in the Code of the Village of Wappingers Falls, that the sections and sub-sections of this Local Law may be re-numbered or re-lettered by the Codifier to accomplish such intention; the Codifier shall make no substantive changes to this Local Law; the word “Local Law” shall be changed to “Chapter”, “Section” or other appropriate word as required for codification; and any such rearranging of the numbering and editing shall not affect the validity of this Local Law or the provisions of the Code effected thereby. 

Section VI:
EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Local Law shall take effect upon its adoption and filing with the Secretary of State in accordance with the provisions of Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

WHEREAS, the Village hereby desires to hire four part-time Police Constables in the Village of Wappingers Falls Police Department for Village of Wappinger Falls Court Security and other logistical support as directed by the Commissioner of Police or the Village, whichever may be authorized by local, state, or federal law, effective immediately upon board approval (referred to as “Employee” or “Constable”) in the non-competitive class; and

AND WHEREAS, the Dutchess County Department of Human Resources and/or New York State Civil Service has approved the creation of the four part-time positions in the non-competitive class;

WHEREAS, the Village hereby desires to hire the following individuals as Part-Time Constables, retroactively effective on ____________, who have passed all requisite fitness, medical, and training as required, if any at the following rate of $25.99/hour:

1. Donald S. Smith

2. Martin V. Finneran 

3. Vincent J. Camera 

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that that the four vacant positions are authorized to be created and filled by individuals, who at a minimum be a New York State Certified Peace Officer or Constables, and would be able to serve court papers, provide security for Court appearances and events, and other duties as outlined as such.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Mr. Smith, Mr. Finneran, and Mr. Camera are hereby hired as a Part-Time Police Constables in the non-competitive class at the rate of $25.99/hour and that all other benefits will be in accordance with the Village’s current policies and procedures. 

NOW BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Village Mayor and Village Clerk are hereby authorized, and directed to file any and all documents with the Dutchess County Department of Human Resources to effectuate the terms of this Resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.
